Last fall we had a series showing that
God’s people in the time of Samuel need a king
to save them. It wouldn’t be the judges like
Samson. It wouldn’t by the priests like Eli’s sons.

It wouldn’t be
King Saul. It needed to be the King of God’s
choosing, a man after his own heart.

% How does being a shepherd qualify
David as King? What does this tell us
about God'’s heart?

There is a powerful principle in | Samuel 16:7.

% What is the difference between God’s
perspective and our own?

 What does our world look for in a
potential leader? Is this different in the
Church?

T How much time money and energy do
we invest in what other people see?
How much do we invest in what God
sees?
